(For
clementary schools and middle/junior high schools—attendance; for high
schools—graduation rate)

The school must have been among schools in the top 5% in both reading
and mathematics on the 2007 state assessments at its respective level
(elementary school, middle/junior high school, high school)

Forty-four elementary schools, twelve middle/junior high schools, and nineteen
high schools qualified for this prestigious award.

Enclosed are the awards which need to be presented to a school or schools in your
district. It is our hope that you will present these awards at a local board of education
meeting to the staff of each school. We know that without administrative support, highly
qualified teachers, paraprofessionals, and other personnel, such achievement simply is
not possible.

For elementary schools and middle/junior high schools that
measure is attendance and for high schools the measure is graduation rate. The school
must have been among the top 5 percent of schools in both reading and mathematics
on the 2007 state assessments at its respective level, i.e. elementary schools,
middle/junior high schools, or high schools in addition to the other qualifications.
